POSITION: Program Facilitator at Northeastern Elementary

ABOUT RAWK: Founded in 2012, Read and Write Kalamazoo (RAWK) is a nonprofit organization based in
Kalamazoo, Michigan, devoted to nurturing intellectual and creative confidence in youth in Kalamazoo
County through creative writing workshops, community partnerships and reading-themed events.

RAWK’s mission is to celebrate and amplify youth voices through the cultivation of reading and writing
skills via joy, creativity, equity, and access. Only people who are undoubtedly passionate and wildly
capable of fulfilling this mission should choose to read on.

We are seeking someone who is dedicated to and passionate about empowering youth and uplifting
youth voices. Someone who is comfortable living and working in the rich universe that exists outside of
the status quo. Someone who believes deep in their heart that every young person’s life and voice
matters and that building communities that support our youth is a vital tool for liberation.

This individual will have strong organization and communication skills (both written and verbal). They
will work effectively as part of an interdependent team, carrying and caring for their own pieces of the
work while recognizing how each of our roles fit together and overlap to support each other.

ROLE: Working in collaboration with Program Coordinators, the Director of Programs, and the
Engagement Coordinator, this individual will be responsible for supporting in-school programming in the
RAWK Readers’ Room at Lincoln Elementary. Program Facilitator & Coordinator will work alongside each
other, typically conducting 3-4 sessions a day with a small group of students. Program Facilitator will
often collaborate with Program Coordinator(s) and the Director of Programs to create lesson and activity
plans as needed. In the case of any unforeseen circumstances, and to avoid disruptions in programming,
Program Facilitator may act as a Coordinator if and when the Coordinator is unable to be in attendance.

The RAWK team will communicate and coordinate with the principal, teachers, and other faculty at their
respective school to support literacy based growth, social emotional growth, and creative expression of
students.

Program Facilitator will work directly with elementary-aged students as well as guide and assist RAWK
Volunteers in their support of students. Program Facilitator will also communicate with and cultivate
relationships with parents/guardians as appropriate.
